As Classificacdes, Conceitos e
Nomenclaturas sdo fundamentais
para a actividade estatistica,
constituindo-se como um suporte
indispensavel ao seu
desenvolvimento coordenado e
comparavel a nivel nacional,
regional e mundial.

O projecto comum aos PALOP
sobre Classificacdes, Conceitos e
Nomenclaturas, iniciado em 1997
com a realizacdo de missoes a
Angola, Cabo Verde, Guiné-Bissau,
Mocambique e S. Tomé e Principe
para identificar caréncias e estudo
de metodologias a adoptar, nasce da
Deliberacdo relativa a projectos
comuns da Cooperacéo Estatistica
Lusé6fona, aprovada na IV reunido
dos Directores Gerais de Estatistica
dos cinco PALOP, de Macau e de
Portugal.

Os trabalhos desenvolveram-se no
ambito da Cooperacéo Bilateral e
do Programa PIR PALOP, tendo-se
dado prioridade, pela sua
importancia e abrangéncia, a
concepcao, edigdo e aplicacédo das
principais classificacdes
econémicas.

As insuficiéncias e a falta de
harmonizac&o das classificacGes,
assim como o défice de técnicos
preparados para levar a cabo em
cada pais as exigentes tarefas,
determinaram a organizacdo de
estagios de formacédo e a realizacdo
de trabalhos no INE de Portugal.
Até 2008 foram concebidas as
Classificacdes de Actividades
Econdmicas, de Bens e Servicos,
do Consumo Individual, das
Construces e dos Conceitos
Estatisticos, harmonizados entre si
e com as ClassificacGes das NacOes
Unidas ou da Unido Europeia. Para
facilitar a gestdo e a consulta foi
concebido um Sistema Informatico
de Nomenclaturas Estatisticas
(SINE).

A recuperacdo de alguns atrasos na
convergéncia para as novas
classificacfes internacionais passa
pelo reforgo e estabilizacdo dos
técnicos e pelo incremento das
accdes de cooperagéo.

Os objectivos para a consolidacéo
deste projecto comum, de
importancia estratégica para 0s
Sistemas de Informac&o e cujos
resultados foram reconhecidos
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Visita de Trabalho do INE de Mocambique ao
INE de Portugal na drea das Nomenclaturas
Study Visit from NSI - Mozambique to Statistics Portugal concerning Nomenclatures

No ambito do Contrato assinado entre o INE de Portugal e o INE de Mogambique na
area das Classificagdes e Nomenclaturas, tém vindo a ser desenvolvidas varias ac¢oes
de cooperagdo com vista & concepgdo, actualizagéo e/ou harmonizacdo dos
instrumentos de normalizacdo da informacéo estatistica. Do lado portugués, todas as
ac¢des contam com o apoio técnico do Servigo de Sistemas e Meta-informacao do
Departamento de Metodologias e Sistemas de Informagéo do INE de Portugal.

A primeira accéo teve lugar entre 5 e 23 de Julho de 2010, através de uma Missao
levada a cabo pelo Dr. Saraiva Aguiar do INE de Portugal, onde se analisou o grau de
execucdo das actuais classificacGes e nomenclaturas estatisticas mogambicanas e se
definiram futuras medidas a implementar. No seguimento das recomendacg6es desta
missdo de consultoria, ficou acordada uma visita de trabalho ao INE de Portugal ainda
no ano de 2010.

Entre os dias 18 e 25 de Outubro de 2010, teve lugar esta visita de trabalho com a
participacdo de dois técnicos do INE de Mogambique, Dr. Valdemiro Jaime
Xlhatchwayo e Dr. Candido Mucavele. A acgdo deu especial énfase a Classificacdo das
Profissdes de Mocambique, mas também foram tratados assuntos como o Manual de
conceitos e defini¢des estatisticas. Durante a visita procedeu-se a formacéo dos
técnicos, analise de metodologias, definicdo de areas prioritarias a desenvolver, bem
como a distribui¢do de documentagdo de apoio. No final, o programa proposto para a
visita de trabalho foi cumprido, tendo sido definidas novas tarefas para
desenvolvimento a curto e médio prazo.

Para 2011, prevé-se a organizacdo de um Seminario em Mogambique sobre a CAE-
Rev.2, a CNBS-Rev.2, a CPM-Rev.2 e 0 Manual de Conceitos e Defini¢des Estatisticas,
gue contara com a participacdo de entidades representativas do Sistema Estatistico
Nacional de Mogambique.

Under the contracts signed between Statistics Portugal and NSI-Mozambique concerning
Classifications and Nomenclatures, several cooperation actions have taken place aiming to the
conception, update and/or harmonization of instruments for standardization of statistical
information. On the Portuguese side, all actions have the technical support of the Systems and
Metadata Service of the Methodology and Information Systems Department from Statistics
Portugal.

The first action took place from 5" to 23" July 2010, in a mission undertaken in Mozambique by
Mpr. Saraiva Aguiar from Statistics Portugal. In this mission the implementation status of the
current statistical classifications and nomenclatures was examined and some measures to
implement in the future have been defined. In the follow-up of this mission, some
recommendations were made so that during the year of 2010 a study visit from NSI-Mozambique
to Statistics Portugal could still take place.

A organizag&o de encontros regulares, para superar dificuldades
técnicas e fomentar a troca de experiéncias, revela-se importante para
recuperar o dinamismo dos primeiros anos do projecto.

Classifications, Concepts and Nomenclatures from Portuguese-
speaking African Countries — Origins, Situation and Developments
Classifications, Concepts and Nomenclatures are essential to the
statistical activity, being a vital support to their coordinated and
comparable development at national, regional and international levels.

The joint project of the Portuguese-speaking African countries (PALOP)

on Classifications, Concepts and Nomenclatures, started in 1997 with
the completion of missions to Angola, Cape Verde, Guinea-Bissau,
Mozambique and Sao Tome and Principe to identify needs and study
methodologies to be adopted. The project was born from the
Deliberation concerning joint projects of the Lusophone Statistical
Cooperation, adopted at the Fourth Meeting of Directors General of
Statistics of the five PALOP countries, Macao and Portugal.

The work was developed in the framework of Bilateral Cooperation and

of the EU Regional Indicative Programme for the PALOP countries.
Priority has been given, due to its importance and scope, to the
conception, edition and implementation of the main economic
classifications.

The weaknesses and lack of harmonized classifications, as well as the

Study Visit from NSI — Mozambique cont.
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deficit of experts prepared to undertake the demanding tasks in
each country have determined the need of study visits and work
related sessions held at Statistics Portugal.

Until 2008 the Classifications concerning Economic Activities,
Goods and Services, Individual Consumption, Constructions as
well as Statistical Concepts, were produced and harmonized with
the United Nations or European Union Classifications. To
Jacilitate management and consultation, a Computer System for
Statistical Nomenclatures was also created.

The recovery of some delays in the convergence to the new
international classifications will be possible through the
reinforcement and stabilization of experts as well as by
enhancing cooperation actions.

The objectives for the consolidation of this joint project, which is
of strategic importance to the Information Systems and whose
results have been recognised as an example to follow, involve
training actions, as well as conception, edition and
implementation activities.

The organisation of regular meetings, to overcome technical
difficulties and to foster the exchange of experiences, proved to
be important to recover the dynamism of the first years of the
project.

From 18" to 25" October 2010, Statistics Portugal welcomed this study visit from two experts of NSI — Mozambique, Mr. Valdemiro Jaime
Xlhatchwayo and Mr. Candido Mucavele. The action gave special emphasis to the National Classification of Occupations of Mozambique,

but other topics were also analysed such as the Handbook of statistical concepts and definitions. During this visit the following actions were
accomplished: the training of experts, the analysis of methodologies, the definition of priority areas to develop, as well as the distribution of
supporting documentation. At the end, the proposed programme was completed, and new tasks have been approved to be implemented in the

short and medium term.

For 2011, it is planned to organize a seminar in Mozambique on the Classification of Economic Activities, the National Classification of
Goods and Services, the National Classification of Occupations and the Handbook of statistics concepts and definitions. This event will
include the participation of several entities representing the National Statistical System in Mozambique.

Workshop sobre Censos da Populacao, Budapeste, OQutubro 2010 | Workshop on Population Census, Budapest,
October 2010

Ao abrigo de um contrato estabelecido com o ICON Institute, o INE de Portugal participou no 2° Workshop sobre Censos
da Populagao, bem como na terceira reunido do Grupo Técnico de Coordenagdo para os Censos da Populacdo do Sudeste da
Europa, que tiveram lugar em Budapeste, na Hungria, de 27 a 29 de Outubro de 2010.

O Dr. Fernando Casimiro do INE de Portugal fez uma apresentacdo subordinada ao tema "Avaliagdo da Qualidade dos
Recenseamentos da Populacdo e Habitacdo em Portugal”, descrevendo a metodologia para este inquérito utilizado com
sucesso em Portugal para os Censos de 2001 e apresentando as principais perspectivas para os Censos de 2011.

Under a contract established with ICON Institute, Statistics Portugal participated in the 2nd Workshop on Population Census and on
the 3rd meeting of the Technical Coordination Group for the Population Census in South-East Europe, which took place in Budapest,
Hungary, from 27" to 29" October 2010.

Myr. Fernando Casimiro from Statistics Portugal made a presentation on “Post Enumeration Survey Experiences from Portugal”
describing the methodology for this survey, that has been successfully used in Portugal for the 2001 Census, and presenting the main
prospects for the 2011 Census.

Reunioes ESSnet Admin Data em Lisboa | ESSnet Admin Data
Meetings in Lisbon

Na semana de 22 a 26 de Novembro, tiveram lugar no INE, em Lisboa,
trés reunides técnicas e uma reunido de coordenagéo do projecto ESSnet
- Admin Data sobre Utilizagdo de Dados Administrativos e Contabilisticos
11l nas Estatisticas das Empresas. Na reunido de coordenacéo foi feito o
i balango das accBes desenvolvidas e discutidas melhorias a introduzir nas
+ accoes futuras.

Nesta reunido participaram delegados dos oito paises da UE que sd@o membros deste projecto, coordenado pelo Reino
Unido, bem como representantes do Eurostat, num total de 20 pessoas. O projecto é executado no INE pelo Departamento
de Metodologia e Sistemas de Informacao e pelo Departamento de Estatisticas Econémicas.

From 22" to 26", November, 2010, Statistics Portugal welcomed three technical meetings and a co-ordination group meeting of the
ESSnet Admin Data Project concerning Administrative and Accounting Data on Business Statistics. The co-ordination group meeting
made a review of the actions developed until now and discussed improvements to introduce in future actions.

The meeting had the participation of eight EU countries, members of this project which is coordinated by the UK, as well as of delegates
from Eurostat, in a total of 20 persons. From the Portuguese side the project is implemented by the Methodology and Information
Systems Department and by the Economic Statistics Department.

Visita ao INE-Espanha sobre Inquérito as Condicdes de Vida | Visit to NSI-Spain on EU-SILC

O INE de Portugal efectuou uma visita de trabalho ao INE de Espanha, em 2 de Dezembro, sobre o desenvolvimento do
programa EU-SILC (European Union Statistics on Income and Living Conditions), com 0 objectivo principal de conhecer o
sistema utilizado pelo INE de Espanha na disponibilizagdo antecipada de resultados provisorios.

Da parte portuguesa, participaram nesta visita a Dr.2 Eduarda Gois, do Departamento de Estatisticas Demograficas e
Sociais, e o Prof. Carlos Farinha, consultor do INE, que tiveram a oportunidade de conhecer o sistema de producdo dos
dados da Encuesta de Condiciones de Vida, em particular a recolha dos dados e o tratamento centralizado de dados
(validacdo, imputagdo e ponderacao), e os aspectos que distinguem producdo dos dados provisorios.

A visit from Statistics Portugal to NSI-Spain took place on December 2", on the development of the program EU-SILC (European Union
Statistics on Income and Living Conditions), with the main purpose of being acquainted with the system used by Spain on the earlier
presentation of provisional results.

From the Portuguese side, two experts participated in this visit, Ms. Eduarda Gdis, from the Demographic and Social Statistics
Department, and Prof. Carlos Farinha (Statistics Portugal consultant), who had the opportunity to be familiar with the data production
system of “Encuesta de Condiciones de Vida”, particularly with the data collection and centralised data analysis (validation,
imputation and balance), as well as the aspects that distinguish production from provisional data.
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Workshop OOH no INE, Lisboa | Workshop OOH at Statistics Portugal, Lisbon

Nos dias 9 e 10 de Dezembro de 2010, o INE acolheu um workshop sobre o projecto-piloto europeu de construcéo de
indices de pregos para habitacéo propria “OOH-Owner-occupied housing statistics pilot project”, que é coordenado pelo
INE de Portugal, com financiamento do Eurostat. Participaram no workshop representantes de 29 paises da UE e EFTA,
bem como do Eurostat, num total de 52 pessoas. A equipa de coordenagdo é constituida por Dr. Daniel Santos, Dr. Machado
Lopes e Dr. Carlos Bras, do Gabinete de Estudos bem como pelo Dr. Rui Evangelista, do Departamento de Contas
Nacionais.

Da Agenda constou uma actualizacdo sobre os trabalhos de coordenacdo, apoio metodoldgico e accdes de assisténcia
técnica, bem como o ponto de situacéo sobre as ac¢des desenvolvidas, tendo sido criados trés grupos de discussdo que se
debrucaram sobre a metodologia de compilacdo do OOH. Foram feitas apresentacdes pelo Eurostat, pelo INE de Portugal,
bem como pelos INEs do Reino Unido, Chipre, Espanha, Suécia, Roménia, Luxemburgo e Holanda. No final do workshop
foram acordadas as conclus6es e as ac¢des a desenvolver no futuro.

On the 9" and 10", December, 2010, Statistics Portugal held a workshop on “OOH-Owner-occupied housing statistics pilot project”,
which is coordinated by Statistics Portugal and funded by Eurostat. Several participants from EU and EFTA countries, as well as from
Eurostat, took part in this event, in a total of 52 persons. The coordination team is composed by Mr. Daniel Santos, Mr. Machado Lopes
and Mr. Carlos Bras, from the Research Unit, and Mr. Rui Evangelista from the National Accounts Department.

The Agenda items comprised an updated of the coordination work, methodological support and technical assistance actions, as well as
the current situation on actions developed until now. Furthermore three discussion groups debated the OOH compilation methodology.
Some presentations were made by Eurostat and Statistics Portugal, as well as by the NSIs from UK, Cyprus, Spain, Sweden, Romania,
Luxembourg and the Netherlands. At the end of the workshop, agreement was reached on some conclusions and on actions to develop in
the future.
