Demands to produce
statistics on “policy outcomes”




3. Improving statistics for regional
policy: priorities from OECD countries

1. Identify the relevant “geography”
— Consider regions beyond admin boundaries
— Role of common typologies of regions
2. Integrate different sources of data
— e.g. administrative records, geographical info
3. Use open data produced locally
4. Better understanding of external conditions
to differentiated opportunities
— Quality of services in different places

— Resilience of regions
— Impact of reforms
